1. Pursuant to notice duly advertised and posted, the Brunswick County Board of
Commissioners conducted Public Hearings in the Commissioners’ Chambers, David R.
Sandifer Administration Building, County Government Center, Bolivia, North Carolina.

1. CDBG-Water Hook-Up Grant (Louise McGarva)
I. CALL TO ORDER

and the grant application is submitted.

Hook-up Program was provided.

2. Planning-Proposed Map Amendment Z-12-675 (Leslie Bell)

I. CALL TO ORDER

Chairman Sue called the hearing to order at 7:06 p.m. and announced that the purpose of the
hearing was to receive input regarding Proposed Map Amendment Z-12-675.

Leslie Bell, Planning Director, explained the following:

Item 1

Item I is a map amendment initiated by the property owner. This change from C-LD
(Commercial Low Density) and R-6000 (High Density Residential) to C-LD (Commercial Low
Density) would allow for commercial use of Tax Parcel 232GE00501 located at 3003 Holden
Beach Road (NC 130) near Holden Beach, NC.

This rezoning totals approximately 1.39 acres.

Planning Staff recommends approval to C-LD (Commercial Low Density) for Tax Parcel

2. Engineering — Proposed Bricklanding Public Boating Access Request (Bill Pinnix)

Staff recommends to consent to the request from the North Carolina Department of
Transportation to end maintenance of Bricklanding Road SW and Devane Road SW to facilitate
the construction of a Public Boat Access Project.

Bill Pinnix, Engineering Services Director, requested consideration and approval of a request
from the North Carolina Wildlife Resources Commission (NCWRC) for a letter stating that
Brunswick County approves of the North Carolina Department of Transportation (NCDOT)
ending state maintenance of Bricklanding Road SW at the intersection of Bricklanding Road SW
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and Devane Road SW as part of the proposed site design of the boating access area incorporating
the existing public right-of-way in the project.

The NCWRC has purchased two parcels at the intersection of Bricklanding Road SW and Devane
Road SW to construct a new public boating access area on the ICW. The concept design for this
project has the main access to the ramp utilizing the existing Bricklanding Road public right-of-
way. The NCWRC has discussed this project with the NCDOT and they approve of the use of
the street right-of-way but will end state maintenance of the remaining asphalt south of the
intersection towards the water. The public right-of-way will remain for public access to the new
boating access facility.

The county has an existing water master meter vault at this location with the water main inside
the public right-of-way. The proposed site plan does not impact the existing meter vault and
since the public right-of-way will not be abandoned, a public utility easement will not be
necessary.

Vice-Chairman Norris moved to consent to the request for the NCDOT to end maintenance of
Bricklanding Road SW and Devane Road SW to facilitate the construction of a Public Boat
Access Project. The vote of approval was unanimous.

3. Administration — Proposed Hospital Purchase Contract (Marty Lawing)
Receive update and discuss terms of a Contract to sell the hospital.

Marty Lawing, County Manager, explained that the Board of Commissioners approved the offer
of Crown Management Group, LLC for the purchase of the former Brunswick Community
Hospital property currently owned by the county for $1,500,000. The approval of Crown
Management Group’s offer required the advertisement for a ten day upset bid period. The upset
bid notification was published in the two local newspapers and copies were forwarded to other
interested parties. Although several parties expressed interest in submitting an upset bid, none
were received by the January 23, 2012 deadline.

A meeting was held on January 27, 2012 with Crown Management Group officials to initiate
contract negotiations. One of the primary concerns is the length of time estimated for Crown to
obtain the necessary licenses from the state to provide psychiatric treatment services. This would
be an issue with any firm proposing to use the facility for medical or psychiatric services. Crown
officials understand that the county’s concern with the extended option period is the ongoing
utilities and maintenance expense. They have proposed an option to address this concern.
Crown Management is very interested in the property and will try to obtain all necessary licenses
as quickly as possible to expedite the closing.

Mr. Lawing provided an additional handout prior to the meeting containing a cost estimate for
demolition not including the removal of asphalt, a letter of support from the Southeastern Center
and a letter containing six additional items needed before lease agreement consideration.

After discussion, Commissioner Warren moved to direct staff to continue negotiations and
provide all necessary information and support documents. The vote of approval was unanimous.

4. Finance — Proposed Resolution Authorizing the Negotiation of an Installment Purchase
Contract, Directing the Publication of Notice with Respect thereto and providing for
Certain Other Matters (Ann Hardy)
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Ann Hardy, Fiscal Operations Director, explained the following:
Background Information
The County is in the process of refunding (refinancing) outstanding bonds of the county where
cost savings are 3% or greater. The market has continued to improve and current estimates result
in savings for refunding the Series 2004 COPS, the Series 2008 BB&T Instaliment Purchase
Contract.

Current Situation

The Underwriting team, bond counsel and county staff have recently completed the necessary
work to offer bonds to the public. Additional bonds may be marketed utilizing much of the same
work and allow the county to go to the public market in March to achieve the current favorable
market conditions for municipal bonds.

Current estimates are that the refunding of the Series 2004 Law Enforcement/Detention Center/
School Refunding COPS and the Series 2008 BB&T Installment Purchase Contract issued for the
Cedar Grove Middle School and the Town Creek Elementary School thru the issuance of the
Series 2012 Refunding Limited Obligation Bonds may result in savings of 6.3% while
maintaining the same term. The gross cash savings after deducting fees are estimated at $2.3
million with a present value of $1.9 million. Total fees are estimated at $319,478.

Bond Counsel prepared the resolution for the Board of Commissioners to consider which
provides for the application to the LGC, naming of the financing team, advertisement and holding
of a public hearing on 2/20/12 and matters related to the issuance Refunding Bonds Series 2012.

Recommendation
Staff recommends that the commissioners consider approval of the resolution to issue the bonds.

Vice-Chairman Norris moved to approve the Resolution. The vote of approval was unanimous.

5. Finance - Proposed Resolution & Bond Order Authorizing the Issuance of Not to
Exceed $9,600,000 Limited Tax Hospital Bonds (Ann Hardy)

Ann Hardy, Fiscal Operations Director, explained the following:

Background Information

The county is in the process of refunding (refinancing) outstanding bonds of the county where
cost savings are 3% or greater. The market has continued to improve and current estimate project
savings for refunding the Series 2003 Smithville Township Limited Tax Hospital Bonds.

Current Situation

The Underwriting team, bond counsel and county staff have recently completed the necessary
work to offer bonds to the public. Additional bonds may be marketed utilizing much of this same
work and allow the county to go to the public market in late March or early April to achieve the
current favorable market conditions for municipal bonds.

Current estimates are that the refunding of the Series 2003 Smithville Township Limited Tax
Hospital Bonds thru the issuance of the Series 2012 Limited Tax Hospital Bonds may result in
savings of 8.35% while maintain the same term. The gross cash savings after deducting fees are
estimated at $820,882 with a present value of $718,309. Total fees are estimated at $146,332.
Bond Counsel prepared the resolution for the Board of Commissioners to consider which
makings findings that the bonds are necessary and names the financing team of Parker Poe,
Robert W. Baird & Co. and McGuire Woods LLP.

Bond Counsel prepared the bond order directing the Clerk to publish a notice of adoption.
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Recommendation
Staff recommends that the commissioners consider approval of the resolutions and authorize staff
to take the steps necessary to complete the refunding of the bonds.

The property tax collections for the first seven months of Fiscal Year 2011 — 2012 are ahead of target when
compared to our expected results. On February 2, 2012 we mailed 23,000 delinquent notices to property
owners who have delinquent balances for the current year and/or any prior years. The taxes are to be paid by
February 29" in order to avoid being advertised in the newspaper. The current year collections are solid and
remain ahead of last year’s collections.
